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ASHI, a Saskatoon based volunteer organization, is trying to fight the injustice of human
trafficking. Our mission is to divert Ukrainian youth from being lured into human trafficking.
We believe the solution is through education and awareness. ASHI, four years ago, partnered
with the Pochaiv Project in Ukraine to establish a small trade school. That school is now
successfully functioning, teaching sewing and computer courses. It has been moved to larger
facilities in Ivano-Frankivsk and now over 50 girls are enrolled in sewing classes. Three
computer classes are taught every day. ASHI supporters continue to encourage us to maintain
missions of this type. One of those supporters is Victor Malarek, author of “The Natashas” and
CTV journalist who states:

KLENOVI LYST (MAPLE LEAF) CENTRE

The concept of “KLENOVI LYST” involves the establishment of an educational/living model
project. It is an example of what each province of Ukraine should have, ideally with branches in
various communities. The model is not utopian but practical. Picture a Ukrainian “Innovation
Place” with living facilities and a strong emphasis on building social and economic life skills.

ASHI members traveled to Ukraine to observe conditions firsthand. They met with women’s
groups, multi-faith organizations and social service representatives to identify the needs and
best solutions. Here are our joint conclusions:

THE STRAIGHT FACTS

= A developing support community for targeted youth is critical

» [t is important that the youth feel the growth of this community
* They must know that someone cares »

» The media obsession with all things “Western” has increased materialism, creatm\xa

negative impact on youth behaviour. The temptation to “take a job” beyond their borders
contributes to the sex trade

* Younger children are being caught up in human trafficking, the targets of pedophiles in
the international sphere

THE PRESSING NEEDS

= Children leaving orphanages need a safe place to go, rather than just “hitting the streets”

= This place has to be part of a wholesome environment, that contributes to skill-building
for actual employment

= Orphanages have to be in the communication chain, knowing the facility is there and that
1t presents a viable option

= A “Safe House” or Transition Home is needed for those being actively lured into the sex
trade

= Awareness of the existence and magnitude of the problem both in Ukraine and Canada

A ASHI representative spent 7 weeks in Ukraine during the spring and summer of 2007,
investigating possible locations for this project and available properties that could be reasonably
purchased and renovated to suit these needs.

The location selected for the first Maple Leaf Centre is Stoyaniv, Ukraine. This village of 7,000
persons is 75 km from Lviv, a city of one million, and 60 km from Lutsk, a city of 250,000. It is
near the regional centre of Radehiv, population 15,000. Working closely with an existing social
service infrastructure, the project would have various phases. ASHI will be responsible for
setting up a joint charitable fund in Ukraine with both Canadian and Ukrainian directors. This
will ensure full accountability in regard to the funds, and that they are properly dispersed.
