Father Michael Oleksa was
born in Allentown,
Pennsylvania. He came to
Alaska in 1970 from St.
Viadimir's Seminary in New
York at the invitation of the
Alutiiq village of Old Harbor
on Kodiak Island. Over the next
three decades he served as priest
in over a dozen Alaska Native
villages. In 1988 he completed his
doctoral degree at the Orthodox
Theological Faculty in Presov,
Slovakia, with an emphasis in
Native Alaskan History during the
Alaska Russian period (1741-
1867).

Father Michael has served as a
university professor, a cansultant
on intercultural relations and
communications,

and authoring several books on
Alaska Native cultures and
history, with a special emphasis
on the lives and teachings of the
holy saints of North America’s
Orthodox heartland of Alaska.
His four-part PBS television
series, Communicating Across
Cultures, has been widely
acclaimed.

He currently resides in
Anchorage with his Yup'ik wife,
Xenia, his daughter Anastasia and
ohe of his three

grandsons.
